	Collaboration with Peers 
	Almost always listens to, shares with, and supports the efforts of others in the group. Tries to keep people working well together.

	Preparedness

	Content 
	Shows a full understanding of the topic.

	Visual Aid 
	Student uses more than one visual aid that shows considerable work/creativity and which make the presentation better. 
	Student uses 1 visual aid that shows considerable work/creativity and which makes the presentation better. 
	Student uses 1 visual aid which makes the presentation better. 
	The student uses no visual aid OR the visual chosen detract from the presentation. 

	Enthusiasm 
	Facial expressions and body language generate a strong interest and enthusiasm about the topic in others.

	Facial expressions and body language are not used to try to generate enthusiasm.
