The project lacks focus, or forces the reader to make inferences based on very sketchy details.  The project has major informational omissions or errors.

· Information is very limited or simply unclear.

· Attempts at development may be minimal or may clutter up the project with random thoughts from which no central theme emerges.

· The student hasn’t begun to define the topic.
